Matthew 20:32And Jesus stood still, and called them, and said, What will ye that | shall do unto you?

Matthew 20:34So Jesus had compassion [on them], and touched their eyes: and immediately their eyes
received sight, and they followed him.

Mark 1:34And he healed many that were sickdofers diseases, and cast out many devils; and suffered
not the devils to speak, because they knew him.
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Mark 1:35And in the morning, rising up a great while before day, he went out, and departed into a
solitary place, and there prayed.

Mark 1:36And Smon and they that were with him followed after him.

Mark 1:37And when they had found him, they said unto him, All [men] seek for thee.

Mark 1:38 And he said unto them, Let us go into the next towns, that | may preach there also: for
therefore came | foh.

Mark 1:39And he preached in their synagogues throughout all Galilee, and cast out devils.

Mark 1:40And there came a leper to him, beseeching him, and kneeling down to him, and saying unto
him, If thou wilt, thou canst make me clean.

Mark 1:41 And Jesus, moved with compassion, put forth [his] hand, and touched him, and saith unto
him, I will; be thou clean.

Mark 1:42 And as soon as he had spoken, immediately the leprosy departed from him, and he was
cleansed.

Mark 2:3And they come unto him, brimgg one sick of the palsy, which was borne of four.

Mark 2:4 And when they could not come nigh unto him for the press, they uncovered the roof where he
was: and when they had broken [it] up, they let down the bed wherein the sick of the palsy lay.

Mark 25 When Jesus saw their faith, he said unto the sick of the palsy, Son, thy sins be forgiven thee.
Mark 5:1And they came over unto the other side of the sea, into the country of the Gadarenes.

Mark 5:2 And when he was come out of the ship, immediatedyehmet him out of the tombs a man

with an unclean spirit,

Mark 5:3Who had [his] dwelling among the tombs; and no man could bind him, no, not with chains:
Mark 5:4Because that he had been often bound with fetters and chains, and the chains hadHhegn plu
asunder by him, and the fetters broken in pieces: neither could any [man] tame him.

Mark 5:5And always, night and day, he was in the mountains, and in the tombs, crying, and cutting
himself with stones.

Mark 5:6But when he saw Jesus afar off, ke and worshipped him,

Mark 5:7 And cried with a loud voice, and said, What have | to do with thee, Jesus, [thou] Son of the
most high God? | adjure thee by God, that thou torment me not.

Mark 5:8For he said unto him, Come out of the man, [thou] uncégéanit.

Mark 5:9 And he asked him, What [is] thy name? And he answered, saying, My name [is] Legion: for
we are many.

Mark 5:10And he besought him much that he would not send them away out of the country.

[also] concerning the swine.

Mark 5:17And they began to pray him to depart out of their coasts.

Mark 5:18 And when he was come into the ship, he that had been possessed with the devil prayed him
that he might be with him.

Mark 5:19 Howbeit Jesus suffered him not, but saith unto him, Go home to thy friends, and tell them
how great things the Lord hath done for thee, and hath had compassion on thee.
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Mark 5:20And he departed, and began to publish in Decapolis how great thinghddsisne for him:

and all [men] did marvel.

Mark 5:21 And when Jesus was passed over again by ship unto the other side, much people gathered
unto him: and he was nigh unto the sea.

Mark 5:22 And, behold, there cometh one of the rulers of the synagogines by name; and when he

saw him, he fell at his feet,

Mark 5:23And besought him greatly, saying, My little daughter lieth at the point of death: [I pray thee],
come and lay thy hands on her, that she may be healed; and she shall live.

Mark 5:24And [Jesus] went with him; and much people followed him, and thronged him.

Mark 5:25And a certain woman, which had an issue of blood twelve years,

Mark 5:26 And had suffered many things of many physicians, and had spent all that she had, and was
nothing betéred, but rather grew worse,

Mark 5:27When she had heard of Jesus, came in the press behind, and touched his garment.

Mark 5:28For she said, If | may touch but his clothes, | shall be whole.

Mark 5:29 And straightway the fountain of her blood was drigp; and she felt in [her] body that she

was healed of that plague.

Mark 5:30 And Jesus, immediately knowing in himself that virtue had gone out of him, turned him
about in the press, and said, Who touched my clothes?

Mark 5:31And his disciples said wa him, Thou seest the multitude thronging thee, and sayest thou,
Who touched me?

Mark 5:32And he looked round about to see her that had done this thing.

Mark 5:33But the woman fearing and trembling, knowing what was done in her, came and fell down
before him, and told him all the truth.

Mark 5:34And he said unto her, Daughter, thy faith hath made thee whole; go in peace, and be whole of
thy plague.

Mark 5:35While he yet spake, there came from the ruler of the synagogue's [house certain] which said,
Thy daughter is dead: why troublest thou the Master any further?

Mark 5:36As soon as Jesus heard the word that was spoken, he saith unto the ruler of the synagogue, Be
not afraid, only believe.

Mark 5:37And he suffered no man to follow him, save Ped@d James, and John the brother of James.
Mark 5:38And he cometh to the house of the ruler of the synagogue, and seeth the tumult, and them that
wept and wailed greatly.

Mark 5:39And when he was come in, he saith unto them, Why make ye this adeeap@ the damsel

is not dead, but sleepeth.

Mark 5:40And they laughed him to scorn. But when he had put them all out, he taketh the father and the
mother of the damsel, and them that were with him, and entereth in where the damsel was lying.

Mark 5:41 And he took the damsel by the hand, and said unto her, Talitha cumi; which is, being
interpreted, Damsel, | say unto thee, arise.

Mark 5:42And straightway the damsel arose, and walked; for she was [of the age] of twelve years. And
they were astonished withgreat astonishment.

Mark 5:43And he charged them straitly that no man should know it; and commanded that something
should be given her to eat.

Mark 6:5And he could there do no mighty work, save that he laid his hands upon a few sick folk, and
healedthem].

Mark 6:6 And he marvelled because of their unbelief. And he went round about the villages, teaching.
Mark 6:13And they cast out many devils, and anointed with oil many that were sick, and healed [them].
Mark 6:55And ran through that whole rimgn round about, and began to carry about in beds those that
were sick, where they heard he was.
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Mark 6:56 And whithersoever he entered, into villages, or cities, or country, they laid the sick in the
streets, and besought him that they might touchweite but the border of his garment: and as many as
touched him were made whole.

Mark 7:25For a [certain] woman, whose young daughter had an unclean spirit, heard of him, and came
and fell at his feet:

Mark 7:26 The woman was a Greek, a Syropheniciamation; and she besought him that he would
cast forth the devil out of her daughter.

Mark 7:27But Jesus said unto her, Let the children first be filled: for it is not meet to take the children's
bread, and to cast [it] unto the dogs.

Mark 7:28 And she aswered and said unto him, Yes, Lord: yet the dogs under the table eat of the
children's crumbs.

Mark 7:29And he said unto her, For this saying go thy way; the devil is gone out of thy daughter.

Mark 7:30And when she was come to her house, she foumdi¢wil gone out, and her daughter laid
upon the bed.

Mark 7:31And again, departing from the coasts of Tyre and Sidon, he came unto the sea of Galilee,
through the midst of the coasts of Decapolis.

Mark 7:32And they bring unto him one that was deafd d&xad an impediment in his speech; and they
beseech him to put his hand upon him.

Mark 7:33And he took him aside from the multitude, and put his fingers into his ears, and he spit, and
touched his tongue;

Mark 7:34And looking up to heaven, he sigheddasaith unto him, Ephphatha, that is, Be opened.

Mark 7:35And straightway his ears were opened, and the string of his tongue was loosed, and he spake
plain.

Mark 8:22And he cometh to Bethsaida; and they bring a blind man unto him, and besoughtduchto

him.

Mark 8:23And he took the blind man by the hand, and led him out of the town; and when he had spit on
his eyes, and put his hands upon him, he asked him if he saw ought.

Mark 8:24And he looked up, and said, | see men as trees, walking.

Mark 8:25 After that he put [his] hands again upon his eyes, and made him look up: and he was restored,
and saw every man clearly.

Mark 9:17And one of the multitude answered and said, Master, | have brought unto thee my son, which
hath a dumb spirit;

Mark 9:18 And wheresoever he taketh him, he teareth him: and he foameth, and gnasheth with his teeth,
and pineth away: and | spake to thy disciples that they should cast him out; and they could not.

Mark 9:19He answereth him, and saith, O faithless generahiow, long shall | be with you? how long

shall | suffer you? bring him unto me.

Luke 8:47And when the woman saw that she was not hid, she tambling, and falling down before

him, she declared unto him before all the people for what cause she had touched him, and how she was
healed immediately.

Luke 8:48And he said unto her, Daughter, be of good comfort: thy faith hath made thee whole; go in
peace.

Acts 6:8And Steplen, full of faith and power, did great wonders and miracles among the people.

Acts 8:6 And the people with one accord gave heed unto those things which Philip spake, hearing and
seeing the miracles which he did.

Acts 8:7For unclean spirits, crying witloud voice, came out of many that were possessed [with them]:
and many taken with palsies, and that were lame, were healed.

Acts 8:13Then Simon himself believed also: and when he was baptized, he continued with Philip, and
wondered, beholding the mirasland signs which were done.

Acts 9:32And it came to pass, as Peter passed throughout all [quarters], he came down also to the saints
which dwelt at Lydda.

Acts 9:33And there he found a certain man named Aeneas, which had kept his bed eight yesas, and
sick of the palsy.

Acts 9:34And Peter said unto him, Aeneas, Jesus Christ maketh thee whole: arise, and make thy bed.
And he arose immediately.

Acts 9:35And all that dwelt at Lydda and Saron saw him, and turned to the Lord.

Acts 9:36Now there wasat Joppa a certain disciple named Tabitha, which by interpretation is called
Dorcas: this woman was full of good works and almsdeeds which she did.

When he was come, they brought him into the upper
chamber: and all the widows stood by him weeping, and shewing the coats and garments which Dorcas
made, while she was with them.

said, Tabitha, arise. And she opened her eyes: and when she saw Peter, she sat up.

Acts 9:41And he gave her [his] hand, and lifted her up, and when he had called the saints and widows,
presented her alive.

Acts 9:42And it was known throughout all Joppa; and many believed in the Lord.

Acts 9:43And it came to pass, that he tarried many days in Joppa with one Simon a tanner.
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Acts 14:8And there sat a certain man at Lystra, impotent in his feet, being a cripple fronothisr's

Acts 14:9The same heard Paul speak: who stedfastly beholding him, and perceiving that he had faith to
be healed,

Acts 14:10Said with a loud voice, Stand upright on thy feet. And he leaped and walked.

Acts 19:11And God wrought special miracles by the hands of Paul:

Acts 19:12So that from his body were brought unto the sick handkerchiefs or aprons, and the diseases
departed from them, and the evil spirits went out of them.

Acts 28:8And it came to pass, that thatlier of Publius lay sick of a fever and of a bloody flux: to
whom Paul entered in, and prayed, and laid his hands on him, and healed him.

Acts 28:9So when this was done, others also, which had diseases in the island, came, and were healed:
